New Delhi: The Supreme
Court decided on Friday to
hear all stakeholders on Ju-
ly 23 on pleas of the 
Centre and Assam govern-
ment for reverification of
20% of the final draft NRC
data which they claimed was
required to correct “wrong-
ful inclusion of lakhs of ille-
gal Bangladeshi migrants
and exclusion of indigenous
Assamese” in border dis-
tricts. They also sought ex-
tension of the July 31 deadli-
ne for publication of the fi-
nal NRC.

Arguing before a bench
of Chief Justice Ranjan Go-
goi and Justice R F Nariman,
the Centre and Assam, thro-

ugh solicitor general Tus-
har Mehta, alleged that local
NRC officials, in collusion
with illegal migrants, mani-
pulated lists to benefit ille-
gals and disadvantage genu-
ine citizens. 

“The sample reverifica-
tion process may be tweaked
a bit to exclude involvement
of local NRC officials so as to
maintain public faith in the
fairness of the process prior
to publication of the final

NRC. The exclusions are far
less compared to lakhs of il-
legal migrants getting inclu-
ded in NRC in districts bor-
dering Bangladesh.
Reverification of data of
persons in one district must
be done by NRC officials of
another to eliminate local
pressure for wrongful inclu-
sion,” Mehta said.

While pleading for exten-
sion of the July 31 final-NRC
deadline, Mehta said: “Ille-

gal migrants have no place
in the country. India cannot
be the refugee capital of the
world.”

In the draft NRC publis-
hed on July 30 last year,
2,89,83,677 people were in-
cluded and 40,70,707 names
were excluded. Of those ex-
cluded, 37,59,630 were rejec-
ted and 2,48,077 were kept on
hold. At the end of filing of
claims and objections on De-
cember 31 last year, about
36.2 lakh claims for inclu-
sion and about 2 lakh appli-
cations objecting to inclu-
sions were filed.

NRC coordinator Prate-
ek Hajela told the court that
public engagement for scru-
tiny of claims and objec-
tions were “almost over”
and that a supplementary
NRC would be published on
July 31detailing names to be
included and excluded. Ho-
wever, he said publication of
the final NRC could be pos-
sible only in the first week of
August as against the July 31
deadline.

Illegals have doctored NRC
lists, Centre & Assam tell SC
SC To Hear All
Stakeholders
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New Delhi: The Enforcement
Directorate detained Moham-
mad Mansoor Khan of IMA Je-
wels after he landed at IGI air-
port from Dubai on Friday and
took him to the agency’s headqu-
arters where he was questioned
on his claim that he had paid hu-
ge sums of money to two mini-
sters of the Congress-JD(S) go-
vernment in Karnataka.

Khan is accused of money la-
undering in a Rs 4,000 crore ponzi
scam where over 40,000 small in-
vestors from the minority com-
munity were cheated. Sources sa-
id Khan had contacted the inves-
tigating officers to join the probe
immediately. His detention is sig-
nificant considering that the sta-
te government faces a vote of
confidence in the assembly.

One of the ministers in the H
D Kumaraswamy ministry had
even declared in his election affi-
davit of having received Rs 5 crore
from IMA Jewels. Khan had also
accused Congress MLA Roshan
Baig of taking Rs 400 crore from
him and not returning it. 

Scam accused
returns from

Dubai, quizzed
on mantris’ ties

New Delhi: The Supreme Court on
Friday directed the special CBI co-
urt in Lucknow to deliver the verdict
in the trial against senior BJP mem-
bers L K Advani, M M Joshi, Uma
Bharati and others in the Babri Ma-
sjid demolition case within nine
months. 

A bench of Justices R F Nariman
and Surya Kant asked district and
sessions judge Surendra Kumar Ya-
dav, who was asked by the SC in April
2017 to complete the trial within two
years, to wrap up hearings in six
months and deliver the verdict in ni-
ne, which means the judge will have
to pass the judgment by April 18 next
year.

Asthe trial in the case had run into
a fresh roadblock with Yadav schedu-
led to retire on September 30, the

bench asked the Uttar Pradesh go-
vernment to extend his tenure after
consulting the Allahabad high court
to ensure uninterrupted proceedings
in the case. 

The court said the tenure would be
extended till the judge pronounces

verdict in the case which has reached
the fag end. It also asked 
the trial judge to keep oral hearings of
the parties to “bare minimum” and al-
low them to file written submissions
to complete proceedings within the
stipulated time period.

The court directed the UP chief
secretary to comply with its order on
extension of the judge’s tenure and
file a compliance report within four
weeks. It passed the order after the
judge wrote to the court informing
that proceedings in the case were ne-
aring completion and he needed six
months 
to wrap up, but he was to retire on
September 30.

As Yadav has been hearing the ca-
se for the last two years on a day-to-
day basis and the trial would be dela-
yed if a new judge is appointed, the
SC said his tenure must be extended
for time-bound disposal of the case.

Guwahati:NRC hearings in
several Assam districts have
been postponed as over 100
NRC Seva Kendras (NSKs)
remain inundated in the ra-
ging flood waters.

In Dhubri, several NSKs
in the seven flood-hit reve-
nue circles have been hit. He-
arings in some of the NSKs
have been postponed.
